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(9) [Exemption for Zone Map Amendment Consistent with Comprehensive Plan Map Designation]
Notwithstanding sections (1) and (2) of this rule, a local government may approve an amendment to a zoning map 
that would significantly affect an existing or planned transportation facility if the amendment meets all of the following requirements:

 

(a) 
The proposed zoning is consistent with the existing comprehensive plan map designation and the amendment does not change the comprehensive plan map;

(b) 
The local government has an acknowledged TSP;

(c) 
The TSP documents 
projections of anticipated future land development;

(d) 
The development projections in the TSP for the area of the proposed amendment are based on the existing comprehensive plan map designation; and

(e) 
The TSP evaluates the effect of the projected land development on the transportation system, and identifies, at a system level
, the needed transportation facilities services and improvements. To meet this requirement it is not necessary that the TSP include a detailed traffic impact analysis for the specific area proposed for the zoning map amendment.

If a UGB has more than a 20-year land supply, then the TSP would assume less than full build-out on some or all parcels. Should this exemption apply in this situation, and how would it apply?]
