Introductions

Conference call etiquette – be on time; announce yourself; plan your statements; watch multi-tasking for noise and distractions; if using a speaker phone, please stay close to the phone so your voice can be heard.  Please notify Carolyn in advance if you will not be able to attend the call.
Carolyn reviewed the objectives for this work group.  It was decided to add an objective to look at the current status of articulation between the Registry and Community Colleges.  The status of the other two work groups (Practicum and Fusioniers) was also reviewed.
Patsy reviewed the current articulation agreements in place between the Registry and Community Colleges.  They are for Step 7 (120 clock hours).

Portland Community College grants credit for 4 classes at 12 credits:

ECE 120 Intro to ECE – 3 credits

ECE 121 Observation & Guidance – 3 credits

HEC 262 Nutrition & Health – 3 credits

ECE 201 Family Partnerships – 3 credits

Chemeketa Community College grantsc10 credits

ECE 68 Observing Preschool Experiences – 3 credits

ECE 150 Introduction & Observation – 3 credits

ECE 280D Cooperative Work Experience – 4 credits

The student takes their Certificate for Step 7 from the Registry to the College in order to obtain the credits.
Martha reported that SwOCC does not have a formal recognition of Registry or CDA but is working informally with students who are working on CDA.
Connie reports that RogueCC has a transfer in of the CDA.  This equals 4 classes at 3 credits each for 12 credits.  The colurses are waived with a $10 transcription fee.

Barbara reported that she has staff either with a CDA or working on a CDA and a method to recognize this for credit would be helpful. 
Sue reported that LBCC currently has no CDA recognition, but issues a 15 credit certificate.

Concern:  There is no evaluation component to the Registry to verify learning just “seat time”. Do we just accept it as is or add an evaluation component such as a test or a practicum requirement?

Patsy pointed out that by the time the provider/teacher is at Step 7 there is much more intentionality and it is more likely that they will continue to grow if given an easier articulation into the formal system.

Issues for further discussion: What, if any, additional requirements would be needed to transfer the Step 7 certificate into community College credits and for what courses?  Can the student get the credit right away or is it on hold until they complete a certain number of other credits?   Are there college-wide barriers to this articulation and granting of credits (i.e. not transcripted until ½ of program is completed)?

Tasks:  Survey all the colleges as to what they are currently accepting as to registry and/or CDA.

Next issue:  What about steps beyond 7 (i.e. 7.5, 8, 8.5)?   If community based training is acceptable for the higher levels will it undermine the Community College offerings?  What about the professional needs of those working in the field?  Will having the fusion information on-line and available make Community College classes more visible to potential students? 

Recommendation to limit the focus to Step 7 at this time.

Regarding Objective 4 – Paying for Credit.  If the evaluation is done by someone else (i.e. Registry or CDA), then there is just a transcripting fee from the college.    Could the OCCDCCE scholarship program be accessed to pay for this fee?  Not at this time, but they could draft a possible revision for consideration in the future.   Would Step 7 be accepted as marking a certain level of completion if the student then tried to transfer to another institution? .
