Outreach and Education:

Summary of Impediments:
There are too many regulations for farmers to stay informed and knowledgeable about. Better ways of providing information about
what is required by various government agencies is needed.
Recommendations for Modifications:
A central repository of monitoring data and analyses that provides information in a clear and concise way that farmers can access,
understand, and apply in a site-specific manner is needed. More information is needed regarding surface and ground water
interconnections and about the effects and benefits of grazing in streamside areas.
DEQ Recommendations:
A better understanding about surface and ground water interconnections within the management area is needed to inform growers
and agencies about best practices to improve water quality.
