	1.	Identify objective of the rule, how agency will determine if rule has met the objective.

	2.	Identify and contact advisory committee members.

	3.	Hold advisory committee meetings/stakeholder meetings to provide input on the following:
a.	Input on substance and language of rule (optional).
b.	Input on the following items required in Fiscal Impact Statement (mandatory if using advisory committee):
(1)	Identify whether the rule will have a fiscal impact either negative or positive on state agencies, local government or the public, and if so, the extent of the impact.
(2)	Identify whether the rule will have a significant adverse impact on small businesses.
(3)	If the answer to (2) is yes, then seek the committee's recommendations as to how to reduce the economic impact of the rule on small businesses, consistent with the public health and safety purpose of the rule, by establishing less intrusive or less costly requirements for small businesses using the factors listed in ORS 183.540.

	6.	Send notice to legislators specified in ORS 183.335(15); Date based on response from BOF at June 2016 meeting.

	7.	File Notice of Proposed Rulemaking and Statement of Need and Fiscal Impact with Secretary of State (not later than 15th day of the month before you want the notice published).
	By August 11, 2016
	Always file at the same time as notice to Leg.

	8. 	Send to distribution list in agency notice rule and list of interested parties.

	At least 28 days before rule effective

	9. 	Notice published in Oregon Bulletin.  Notice in Oregon Bulletin will get published by June 1, 2016.  28 day notice for the hearings?  Longer?

	10. 	First possible date for rulemaking hearing. Based on 28 days from Notice published in Bulletin.

	11. 	Latest day for timely request for hearing in response to Notice of Proposed Rulemaking, if not scheduled in the notice (21 days after publication in Bulletin).
	N/A – there will be hearings scheduled and published in Oregon Bulletin, geographically.  Hearing notice met.

	14.	Review public comment, revise rule if needed, prepare and send agency response to comments on achieving rule's substantive goals while reducing economic impact on business.  Meet with advisory committee/stakeholders prior to BOF to review comments, recommend changes to rules, fiscal impact changes, etc.  Prepare Hearing Report, etc. for BOF Meeting in July (Products due to Division management around 5/22/17).
	December through March 2017
	

	15.	Prepare permanent rule (Secretary of State copy and Legislative Counsel copy), Certificate and Order for Filing. Meet with advisory committee, other stakeholders. Meet with BOF for approval of permanent rules and present public hearing report.
	April 2017. Meet with BOF in July 2017.
	

	16. 	File permanent rule with Secretary of State Archives Division.

	17. 	File rule showing changes with Legislative Counsel, within ten days after filing with Secretary of State.
