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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

AMONG THE

RECITALS:

By the authority granted in ORS 190.110 and 283.110, state agencies may enter into agreements with units of local government or other state agencies for the performance of any or all functions and activities that a party to the agreement, its officers, or agents have the authority to perform.

By the authority granted in ORS 366.710, the State of Oregon may enter into cooperative agreements with the United States Federal Government for the performance of work on improvement projects with the allocation of costs on terms and conditions mutually agreeable to the contracting parties.

WHEREAS, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), in consultation with the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO), has determined that the Grande Ronde River (Perry Overcrossing) Bridge No. 00626 (a.k.a. Upper Perry Arch) is eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places, and

WHEREAS, FHWA has determined that the Grande Ronde River Uxing & Upper Perry Arch Bridge Project will have an adverse effect on the Grande Ronde River (Perry Overcrossing) Bridge No. 00626, and


WHEREAS, the consulting parties agree that it is in the public interest to expend funds for appropriate mitigation for the loss of a historic resource, and


WHEREAS, the FHWA, through ODOT and in consultation with the SHPO, shall ensure that the following terms and conditions, will be implemented in a timely manner and with adequate resources in compliance with the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 (16 U.S.C. 470).

NOW THEREFORE, the premises being in general as stated in the foregoing recitals, it is agreed by and between the parties hereto as follows:

ODOT OBLIGATIONS

Archival Recordation and Documentation
ODOT shall research, photograph and record the history of the Grande Ronde River (Perry Overcrossing) Bridge No. 00626 in accordance with the standards set forth by the Historic American Engineering Record, a division of the National Park Service.  Copies of this documentation will be distributed to local Oregon repositories, including the Oregon Historical Society, Portland, the Union County Historical Society, and the Documents Department, University of Oregon Knight Library, Eugene.  The cost shall not exceed $ 7,000, in state and federal funds.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Dispute Resolution
Modification, amendment, or termination of this agreement as necessary shall be accomplished by the signatories in the same manner as the original agreement.

Disputes regarding the completion of the terms of this agreement shall be resolved by the signatories.  If the signatories cannot agree regarding a dispute, any one of the signatories may request the participation of the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation to assist in resolving the dispute.

Termination
This agreement shall become effective upon execution of this agreement by all parties and shall remain in effect for ten years, unless the signatories agree in writing to an amendment of this agreement.

Execution of this Memorandum of Agreement by FHWA, ODOT and the Oregon SHPO, and implementation of its terms, evidences that FHWA has afforded the SHPO an opportunity to comment on this project and its effects upon historic properties, and that FHWA has taken into account the effects of the undertaking on historic properties.

This agreement and attached exhibits constitute the entire agreement between the parties on the subject matter hereof.  There are no understandings, agreements, or representations, oral or written, not specified herein regarding this agreement.  No waiver, consent, modification or change of terms of this agreement shall bind either party unless in writing and signed by both parties and all necessary approvals have been obtained.  Such waiver, consent, modification or change, if made, shall be effective only in the specific instance and for the specific purpose given.  The failure of ODOT to enforce any provision of this agreement shall not constitute a waiver by ODOT of that or any other provision.
IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties hereto have set their hands and affixed their seals as of the day and year hereinafter written.

This Project is in the 2002-2005 Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (Page 200, Key #11852) that was approved by the Oregon Transportation Commission on February 13, 2002.

On January 16, 2002, the Oregon Transportation Commission approved Delegation Order No. 2, which authorizes the Director to approve and execute agreements for day-to-day operations when the work is related to a project included in the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program or a line item in the biennial budget approved by the Commission.

On January 31, 2002, the Director of the Oregon Department of Transportation approved Subdelegation Order No. 2, in which the Director grants authority to Branch Managers for their respective Branch, to approve and execute agreements up to $75,000 when the work is related to a project included in the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program, other system plans approved by the Commission such as the Traffic Safety Performance Plan, or in a line item in the approved biennial budget.
