ODOT typically provides utility openings in the abutments and bents, inserts for hangers under the deck, and a carrier sleeve under the impact panels.  Utilities typically furnish and install the hangers and the pipes for facilities suspended below the deck.  Some utilities furnish and install conduits in the sidewalk area as the rebar is being placed.  The utility returns at some later date to pull wire or pipe through the conduits.  Utilities attached to the bridge must provide expansion joints for their facilities attached to the structures.
