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SECTION 00380 - ROADWORK, HOURLY RATE BASIS

(Follow all instructions.  If there are no instructions above a subsection, paragraph, sentence, or bullet, then include them in the project.  The specifications may be modified to include project specific specifications, but all additions, deletions, or modifications must be sent to the ODOT Technical Resource and Senior Specifications Engineer for review and approval.

Section 00380, which is not a Standard Specification, is included in this Project by Special Provision.

Description

00380.00  Scope - This work consists of furnishing materials, equipment, labor, incidentals, supervision, and service personnel required to perform earthwork and related items on the Project as shown and directed.  The work may comprise all or any work usually covered under Sections 00310, 00320, 00330, and 00620.

Other work required for this Project is:



The work will be done under the direction of the Engineer.  The Contractors operations shall at all times be according to the Engineer's instructions.

The work will be performed and paid for on an hourly rate basis, supplemented with compensation for specified materials.

The Agency will not furnish, provide, or make available for the work anything other than specified materials, right of way, engineering, direction, and inspection.

00380.01  General Requirement - Furnish materials, equipment, tools, and labor in the kinds and number and at the times directed.  Commence, perform, and stop operations involved in the work as directed.

Do the work in an 8 hour work day, 40‑hour work week, holidays excepted, as directed.

The work may be suspended because of failure to remove equipment or persons, as directed, or failure to furnish suitable and sufficient materials, equipment, and personnel to properly prosecute the work.  Suspension will be by written notice, according to 00180.70, and continue until such orders are complied with and such deficiencies are corrected.

(a)  Equipment - Do not use equipment and tools which the Engineer determines to be unsatisfactory.

(b)  Labor - Furnish equipment operators and personnel skilled in their duties who shall be, and shall remain, employees solely of the Contractor during work covered by this Section.  Dismiss from the work any employee whose efficiency is not satisfactory to the Engineer.

Materials

00380.10  General - Materials under this subsection refer to items other than those to be provided with the equipment and tools listed under 00380.20, 00380.21, and 00380.22.

Equipment

00380.20  Equipment:

(a)  General - Furnish, operate, service, maintain, and repair the following equipment of the kinds, sizes, capacities listed:

(List the required equipment here.  Example - "2 wheel Type Loaders, 1 to 1.5 cubic yards", "4 Dump Trucks, Normal Duty, 8 to 12 cubic yards".)



(b)  Kinds, Sizes, Capacity - The kinds, sizes, capacities and other requirements are minimum requirements.

Furnish and use the number of pieces of each equipment as the Engineer considers necessary for efficient and economical performance of the work.  Use the equipment only at the times and places the Engineer directs.

(c)  Operation and Condition of Equipment - Provide all equipment, fully operated by skilled operators, and in a working condition capable of output and production within the limits of the manufacturers' ratings.

Fully operated includes the operators, oilers, tenders, drill steel, drill bits, fuel, oil, air hose, lubrication, maintenance, repairs, insurance, all incidental items needed for operation of the equipment and all expenses.

Replace equipment when, in the Engineer's opinion, the condition is below normal for efficient output and production.

(d)  Working Unit Equipment - Furnish attachments or combinations of equipment of recognized standard sizes and capacities for efficient and economical performance with the tractor or power unit to which they are attached or with which they are used in combination.

00380.21  Alternate Equipment:

(a)  General - Do not presume that equipment other than specified will be used on the work.  Specified equipment is the equipment called for by subsection 00380.20(a).

(b)  Required Alternate Equipment - Furnish and operate equipment other than specified equipment only if directed in writing.

(c)  Approved Substitute Equipment - Approved substitute equipment is equipment the Contractor requests to substitute and the request is approved. After award of the Contract, the Contractor may propose to substitute equipment for specified or required alternate equipment by requesting approval from the Engineer in writing.  Include a full description of the equipment proposed and an explanation of why the substitution is desired in the request.

If approval of the Contractor's request is given by the Engineer, it will be in writing with the expressed condition that the Contractor is responsible for demonstrating to the Engineer that the substitute equipment performs the intended work efficiently and economically.

If, after trial use, the Engineer determines the approved substitute equipment is unsuitable, discontinue its use.  Furnish and use specified equipment, required alternative equipment, or other approved substitute equipment as directed.

00380.22  Tools - Provide manual equipment, hand tools, and small tools as necessary to efficiently and economically perform the work required by the Engineer.

Replace tools when, in the opinion of the Engineer, the condition is below normal for efficient output and production.

Labor

00380.30  General - Furnish the number of workers to perform labor in each trade, occupation, or classification shown in the following list:

(List the required laborers here.  Example - labor; "1 Broomer", "2 Stake Chasers".)



Use the workers only at the times, places, and numbers the Engineer directs.  Labor workers or employees do not include equipment operators, oilers, tenders, superintendents, nonworking foreperson, equipment service, and repair personnel.

00380.31  Supervision and Service Personnel - Furnish, without direct compensation, all supervision and personnel to service, maintain, repair, and care for the required materials, equipment, tools, and supplies.

00380.32  Overtime Work - Provide equipment operators and workers for extra hours per day or per week or on Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays when directed by the Engineer in writing.  When the operations involve payment of overtime to the equipment operators and workers, as required by law and according to 00170.65, the equipment operators and workers employed under these circumstances will be considered as operating on an overtime basis.  The actual hours worked will be measured according to 00380.80(b) and will be paid for at Contract pay item prices.  The premium pay (0.5 time portion) not covered by the pay item will be paid for according to 00195.20.

Construction

00380.40  General - Perform the work according to:

The applicable portions of the sections referred to in 00380.00.
The lines, grades, slopes, and cross sections established.
Recognized standard and efficient methods.
The Engineer's instructions.

Temporary

00380.50  Work Zone Traffic Control - Furnish flaggers, pilot cars with operators, signs, lights, barricades, and other protective devices at the sites of operations as required according to Section 00225.

Measurement

00380.80  Hourly Rate Basis:

(a)  Equipment and Operators - Subject to 00380.32, the number of hours of equipment operation measured for payment will be the actual number of hours, measured at least to the nearest 0.25 hour, each fully operated specified combination of equipment unit(s), inclusive of required alternative equipment and approved substitute equipment, is actually engaged in performing the specified work on the designated areas as directed.  The pay time will not include idle periods greater than 15 minutes duration.  No payment will be made for time used to oil, service, or repair equipment, or to change equipment attachments.

(b)  Labor - The number of hours of labor measured for payment will be the actual number of hours, measured at least to the nearest 0.25 hour, each specified worker or employee is actually engaged in the applicable class of trade or occupation involved.  The pay time will not include idle periods greater than 15 minutes duration.  When the Contractor is a party to a statewide agreement with a labor organization, the pay time will be measured according to the applicable terms of the agreement.

(c)  Material And Other Items - The basis of measurement for pay quantities of Contract items other than stated in 00380.80(a) and 00380.80(b) will be as follows, or in an approved change order, except there will be no separate measurement for items that are to be paid for on a lump sum basis:

Payment

00380.90  Payment:

(a)  General - Payment for the work to be done under this Section, when made at the applicable Contract prices, will be payment in full for all materials, equipment, labor, and incidentals necessary to complete the work as specified; except:

Watering will be paid for according to Section 00340.
Overtime work will be paid for according to 00380.32 and 00195.20.
Required alternate equipment, and approved substitute equipment will be paid for according to 00380.91.
Work zone traffic control will be paid for according to Section 00225.

(b)  Equipment and Operators - Subject to 00380.32, and 00380.80(a) the number of hours of equipment operation will be paid at the Contract price per hour for each equipment pay item shown in the Contract Schedule of Items.  Payment will be payment in full for furnishing, operating, servicing, maintaining, and repairing the equipment, and for all incidental costs related to the equipment, as specified.

Furnishing and operating equipment of heavier type, larger capacity, or higher horsepower than specified, required alternate equipment or approved substitute equipment will not entitle the Contractor to any extra compensation over the Contract unit price.)

(c)  Labor - Subject to 00380.32, and 00380.80(b), the number of hours of labor will be paid at the Contract price per hour for each worker pay item in the Contract Schedule of Items.  Payment will be payment in full for furnishing all labor, as specified.

(d)  Moving Costs - When the Schedule of Items contains the item "Moving Costs", payment will be made at the Contract lump sum amount for that item.  Payment will be payment in full for all costs involved in moving onto the Project, moving locations within the limits of the Project, as well as moving off the Project after all work is completed.

(e)  Materials and Other Items - The basis of payment for Contract items, other than provided above, will be as follows, or in the approved contract change order:

00380.91  Required Alternate And Approved Substitute Equipment:

(a)  General - Determine new Contract prices for furnishing and operating required alternate or approved substitute equipment, in compliance with 00380.21(b) or (c), and according to 00380.91(b).

When the new Contract unit prices are established, according to 00380.91(b), for required alternate or approved substitute equipment, the operating of equipment will be measured and paid for the same as though it were specified equipment, and as though the new Contract unit prices were in the Schedule of Items of the Contract.

When the Schedule of Items contains the item "Moving Costs", the new Contract unit prices as established according to 00380.91(b) will cover and include all moving costs for furnishing and operating required alternate or approved substitute equipment.

(b)  Rental Rate Ratio Method - A new Contract unit price will be determined by the formula:

N	=	[(Rn + Wn)  (Rc + Wc)] x C

	N	=	The new Contract unit price for required alternate equipment, or approved substitute equipment.

	Rn	=	The rental rate for the required alternate equipment, or the approved substitute equipment, as determined according to Section 00197.

	Wn	=	The equipment operator's wage for operating the alternate equipment, as determined according to Section 00197.

	Rc	=	The rental rate for the specified equipment, as determined according to Section 00197.

	Wc	=	The equipment operator's wage for operating the specified equipment, as determined according to Section 00197.

	C	=	The Contract unit price applicable to the specified equipment.
