Parking Prohibitions, Restrictions and Rescissions
Steps involved in processing requested Parking Prohibitions/Restrictions:

1. Complete the form for requesting a parking prohibition, include:

· a map and photos

· any pertinent information about sight distance, businesses that might be impacted, posted speeds and types of parking in use.
2. Check to see if there are parking prohibitions or restrictions in the requested area.  
3. If there is an existing prohibition or restriction, it may need to be altered to fit the current situation or rescind the previous order and create a new order.

4. If there is no existing prohibition or restriction, then:  

· Check ORS 811.550 to see if the requested area already falls under areas already prohibited by statute.  If so, NO PARKING signs can be installed in areas already prohibited to reinforce the statute.  No order is necessary.
· Check to see if the offending behavior exempted from prohibitions on stopping, standing or parking by ORS 811.560.  If so withdraw the request.  
Note: State law makes it illegal to park in a certain places.  A parking prohibition is unnecessary if state law already makes it illegal.  All that is needed is to install signs.  A note to the file about this is adequate, a written order for parking prohibition is unnecessary.

· Check to see if the request falls under one of the criteria in the Traffic Manual.

i. congestion, 
ii. safety, 
iii. damage to the facility or 
iv. frequent use for a purpose not intended.  
5. Try to preserve parking for the public if possible.  
· Do not restrict or prohibit parking because of aesthetics or other reasons than above.  
· If it is low volume with little or no crash history and space for vehicles to park safely do not restrict parking.  

6. Review OAR 734-020-0080, 734-020-0085 & 734-020-0090 for other parking regulation criteria.

7. Attempt to verify residents/businesses are not impacted by the prohibition or restriction and ask city to verify.  
8. Verify that the residents/businesses have sufficient off street or other parking.

9. If a parking prohibition or restriction is justified: 
· Prepare a recommendation memo (to support or deny) the parking prohibition request.  
· Include data and analysis supporting your decision.  
· Draft an Order for the parking prohibition or restriction (if the decision is to support)

· Submit the recommendation memo and draft order to the Region Traffic Engineer 
If a parking prohibition is outside the “normal” justifications or there are differences of opinion within Region about the appropriateness of the request:

· Prepare a memo to submit the parking prohibition request to the State Traffic Engineer
· Include data and analysis
· Submit the memo and a recommendation to the State Traffic Engineer 
10. If approved by the Region Traffic Engineer, send a copy of the signed order and justification to the State Traffic Engineers office for filing and to be added to the database.  If approved by the State Traffic Engineer, a copy of the signed order will be forwarded to the Region.
11. Once the signs are installed send another copy of the order to the State Traffic Engineer with the date the signs were installed (include "Signs Installed _____").   

NOTE: Typically the State has jurisdiction over parking on state highways within city limits, but there are situations when the city has jurisdiction over parking on a state highway running over a city street where the city own the right of way (see ORS 810.160 (1-a) and ORS 373.010).
