SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT
1. Requirement Reference:
AR 200-1, Chapter 5


ORARNG Pam 200-1, Chapter 10

2. Affected Units and Activities:   All ORARNG units and facilities

3. Implementation:   

a. The SMW must ensure appropriate containers are available for solid waste collection and disposal, recycling of materials appropriate to the facility and activities conducted at the site, and the performance of disposal vendors.

b. The SMW must monitor the use of dumpsters to ensure it is appropriately sized to meet requirements and ensure that only solid wastes are being placed in the dumpster.  If there are questions or potential problems, the SMW should contact AGI-O for assistance.

c. If and when required, the SMW must report solid waste disposal and recycling information.  Collecting accurate data will require cooperation by unit personnel.

d. Unit EPOC and Facility EPOC must ensure personnel use appropriate receptacles for the management and disposal of solid waste, and provide accurate data to the SMW, as requested and in a timely manner.

4.  Requirement Summary:

a. All units and facilities generate wastes during routine operations and military training.  Many wastes are “hazardous” waste or special wastes and must be managed to ensure compliance with specific regulations.  Guidance in managing these wastes is provided in this pamphlet or in other supplemental documents.  Other wastes are classified as solid waste and must also be managed IAW with regulatory requirements.

b. Every generator of any type of solid waste must inventory waste streams annually to determine which are “hazardous” and which are not.  This inventory must be documented on AGO Form 200-1-6, Hazardous Waste Determination Worksheet.  Additional guidance is provided in Chapter 8 of this pamphlet.  This same inventory must also identify waste streams that generate “solid waste” that are subject to the provisions of this annex.

c. As environmental requirements continue to become more stringent, disposal of solid waste has become an economic issue to the ORARNG.  Solid waste disposal sites are more difficult to identify and manage, and disposal costs continue to rise.  Operational costs can be reduced if wastes, and the amount of solid waste requiring disposal, are minimized.

d. In order to complete reports required by NGB, AGI-ENV must obtain information from units and facilities on the types and amounts of solid waste generated per year.  Also to be reported are the amounts of wastes that are reused or recycled, as opposed to disposal at a landfill.  In order to complete necessary reports, units must maintain records of waste generation, recycling, and disposal.  (AGI will provide additional guidance in the future.) 

e. Unit personnel must be thoroughly familiar with the provisions of Chapter 10 of this pamphlet and implement requirements immediately.

f. No solid waste should be disposed of at local training areas, or in unapproved locations at other training sites owned or used by the ORARNG.

5. Submittal Requirements: 

a. The Facility EPOC must complete and submit AGO Form 200-1-6 by 1 March of each year for the previous calendar year.  Unit EPOCs and the SMW must participate in order to complete this requirement.

b. Unit and facility personnel must complete reports or provide other information on solid waste identification, management, and disposal, as requested in the future by AGI-O or AGI-ENV, or otherwise required to meet regulatory requirements. (Additional guidance is being developed and will be provided in the future.) 
c. Other, as specified in the future. 
6.  Documentation Requirements:   
a. Facility EPOC must maintain and file at Annex K of this chapter a current and completed AGO Form 200-1-6, Hazardous Waste Determination Worksheet.  The inventory must include an estimate of the type and amount of solid waste generated during routine operations and during military training.

b. In the future, all units and facilities must track solid waste generation and disposal during routine operations and during military training.  This information, when collected, must be filed at this annex.  (Additional guidance will be provided by AGI in the future.) 

c. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW must maintain a copy of the ORARNG Integrated Solid Waste Management Plan, when distributed by AGI (may be electronically).

d. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW maintain a current copy of local guidance for managing solid waste at the facility (unit or facility SOP) at this annex.

e. Unit EPOC, Facility EPOC, and SMW file any other written guidance, regulations, or correspondence regarding solid waste management at this annex.  
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
