NATURAL RESOURCES MANAGEMENT AND PLANS

1.  Requirement Reference:
ORARNGR 350-29


ORARNGR 200-2 


ORARNG Pam 200-1, Chapter 16

2.   Affected Units and Activities:  

a. All ORARNG facilities, including armories and training sites 

b. All ORARNG units and activities that conduct military training, use Local Training Areas, or participate in IRT or community service projects

3. Implementation:   

a. Unit EPOC must ensure unit activities comply with natural resource management requirements during military training.  This is done by obtaining Local Training Area approval IAW procedures found in ORARNGR 350-29 and by implementing requirements defined in approval documents.  At established training sites, the unit must obtain necessary in-briefings prior to training to define applicable requirements. 

b. Unit EPOC must ensure unit activities comply with natural resource management requirements during IRT or community service projects.  In order to do this, follow procedures defined in ORARNGR 200-2 for project approval.  Once project approval has been obtained, implement requirements defined in approval documents.

c. Facility EPOC has no direct responsibility for natural resources management, except as otherwise directed on a site-by-site tasking.  Specific guidance will be provided in writing through command channels by AGI-ENV.  

d. SMW has no direct responsibility for natural resources management, except as otherwise directed on a site-by-site tasking that involves OMD property at an armory.  Specific guidance will be provided in writing through AGI-O by AGI-ENV.  

4.   Requirement Summary:

a. Federal, state, and local agencies have established regulations to manage the use of natural resources found at ORARNG facilities, on other lands used for military training, or at sites of IRT or community service projects.  Before operations can be initiated, compliance with applicable regulations is required.    

b. ORARNG must ensure its activities do not violate applicable law and, to the greatest degree practicable, protect natural resources from damage while maintaining the ability to complete mission requirements and training objectives.  This latter requirement is called "environmental stewardship" and is important in both protecting natural resources and maintaining our ability to provide realistic military training opportunities.  

c. In many cases, inventories or surveys must be completed to determine the presence and actual locations of natural resources.  Inventories and surveys must be completed by qualified personnel and are done by AGI-ENV with qualified in-house or contracted personnel.      

d. When resources are identified that must be protected or specifically managed, guidance will be provided by AGI-ENV to ensure requirements are understood and met by unit and facilities personnel.  For Camp Adair, Camp Rilea, and the BTC, Integrated Natural Resource Management Plans have been developed.  Other special-requirement plans, such as Endangered Species Management Plans and Wetlands Management Plans, have also been prepared or will be prepared in the future.  Permits are often required before any activity can be located in an area designated as wetlands.

e. Due to the technical nature of natural resources management, most guidance will be coordinated and distributed by AGI-ENV.  Draft management plans and relevant implementing guidance will be staffed through the FEMB.  Coordination with facility managers and unit trainers is mandatory if all applicable laws are to be met.

f. Issues involving natural resource management at armories or logistics facilities will be managed by AGI-ENV, in coordination with facilities personnel and the chain of command.

g. Unit requirements for identifying resources and conducting operations IAW requirements will be addressed in the approval process for local training areas, IRT projects, or community service projects, or during in-briefings at applicable training sites.   

5.  Submittal Requirements: 

a. Unit personnel must submit draft ARNG Environmental Checklists as part of the “Permit for Use of Premise” process in establishing, maintaining, or expanding the use of Local Training Areas.  This process and specific requirements are provided in ORARNGR 350-29.

b. Unit personnel must submit draft ARNG Environmental Checklists as part of the approval process for IRT or Community Service projects IAW ORARNGR 200-2.

c. Unit or facilities personnel must submit information specifically requested by higher headquarters or AGI-ENV at the appropriate time.

6.  Documentation Requirements:

a. Unit EPOC must maintain a current copy of ORARNGR 350-29 at this annex (may be electronic, when available).

b. Unit EPOC must maintain a current copy of ORARNGR 200-2 at this annex (may be electronic).

c. Unit EPOC must file draft or final ARNG Environmental Checklists and Records of Environmental Consideration prepared as part of a request for a “Permit for Use of Premise” and submitted IAW ORARNGR 350-29 for establishing, maintaining, or expanding the use of a Local Training Area.  File documents at Annex B of this chapter.  AGI-ENV will maintain technical information, such as inventories, surveys, etc.  

d. Unit EPOC must file draft or final ARNG Environmental Checklists and Records of Environmental Consideration prepared as part of a request for approval to participate in an IRT or Community Service project submitted IAW ORARNGR 200-2.  File documents at Annex B of this chapter.  AGI-ENV will maintain technical information, such as inventories, surveys, etc.  

e. Facility EPOC must file a copy of an Integrated Natural Resource Management Plan for the facility (Camp Adair, Camp Rilea, Biak Training Center only) at this annex.  Large documents may be kept under separate cover, provided a Memo for Record is maintained at this annex describing where the document can be found.

f. Facility EPOC must file a copy of any “threatened or endangered species” surveys or inventories completed for the facility at this annex.  Large documents may be kept under separate cover, provided a Memo for Record is maintained at this annex describing where the document can be found.  Maintaining copies of the above is not required if the issue is adequately covered in a current, effective INRMP.

g. Facility EPOC must file draft or final Endangered Species Management Plans, as applicable, for the facility at this annex.  Large documents may be kept under separate cover, provided a Memo for Record is maintained at this annex describing where the document can be found.  Maintaining copies of the above is not required if the issue is adequately covered in a current, effective INRMP.

h. Facility EPOC must file a copy of any wetland inventories, wetland delineations, or Wetland Management Plan(s) or use permit(s) obtained for the facility at this annex.

i. Facility EPOC and Unit EPOC must file a copy of guidance or correspondence from AGI-ENV regarding compliance with natural resource management issues at this annex.

j. Facility EPOC and Unit EPOC must file a copy of correspondence, Notice of Violation, or Notice of Non-Compliance from federal, state, or local environmental regulatory agencies regarding natural resource management at this annex.
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
