Briefs. Salem/Keizer area members also can check out books from the WVGS collection. Members queries are printed in
Beaver Briefs free of charge; there is a $2.00 charge per insertion for queries from non-members.

The Society also assists with research for a fee. Marion County references are checked for $10.00, other_Oregon
counties for $10.00, Beaver Briefs for $10.00, and other searches such as Oregon Death Index or Obituaries for $5.00
each. All other research is $10.00 per hour. For further information and an application form, see our website under
Research Policy.
