Dr. Nancy Golden Selected as Oregon’s Chief Education Officer’
Effective September 30, 2013

(Salem, OR) — Governor Kitzhaber announced today that the Oregon Education Investment Board has unanimously
selected Dr. Nancy Golden as Oregon's Chief Education Officer. Dr. Golden has served as the interim director since
August 1, 2013.

“In her more than 30 years of education experience, Nancy has shown both passion and results in improving student
outcomes," said Governor Kitzhaber. "Nancy is absolutely the right person to help ensure we meet our ambitious 40-
40-20 goals, and Oregon is lucky to have her."

“I am incredibly honored to accept this charge as Chief Education Officer. I believe deeply in the vision set by the
state to transform the education system and reach our 40-40-20 goals,” said Dr. Golden. “I look forward to working
with education leaders, agencies and community partners across the state to build a seamless system that better
supports students and teachers and addresses many of the barriers our students face on their path to success.”

The Chief Education Officer oversees Oregon’s entire system of public education — from early learning through K-
12 and college and career training. The position was created as part of a set of sweeping education reforms made
during the 2011 and 2012 legislative sessions to ensure all Oregon students reach the state’s 40-40-20 goals. For the
first time, state and local education funding and governance are aligned to deliver better results for students and
more resources for educators. The Chief Education Officer reports to the Oregon Education Investment Board,
which is chaired by the Governor.

The appointment process began in September with a charge from Governor Kitzhaber to the OEIB Subcommittee on
Personnel Management and Oversight to design a process to select a permanent Chief Education Officer by January
of 2014. The Subcommittee was led by its Chair, Julia Brim-Edwards.

“Nancy Golden received uniform high marks from community members and educators across Oregon," said Brim-
Edwards. "She is a leader who gets things done who will bring to the position a unique blend of experiences in
different education levels, from the university campus to a classroom to the Superintendent’s office. She is a builder,
problem solver, strategist and effective implementer. Most importantly, she has a relentless focus on students and a
record of respecting and engaging fellow educators and the community.”

Dr. Golden brings more than 30 years experience in the education sector. She recently retired as Superintendent of
Springfield Public Schools before serving as the Interim Chief Education Officer. She served as Governor
Kitzhaber’s Education Policy Advisor in 2011 and previously directed the University of Oregon’s Administrative
Licensure Program.

Over the last year, Dr. Golden worked with The Chalkboard Project to lead TeachOregon, an initiative to develop
and pilot innovative models of teacher preparation. Ensuring new teachers are coming into Oregon classrooms
prepared to meet the needs of all students is essential work, and Dr. Golden will continue to shepherd this important
initiative as she transitions into her new role.

Governor Kitzhaber Names Ben Cannon Executive Director of the Higher
Education Coordinating Commission

(Salem, OR) — Governor Kitzhaber today announced that he is appointing Ben Cannon to be the Executive Director
of the Higher Education Coordinating Commission (HECC). The decision came after an unanimous
recommendation by a search committee made up of Chief Education Officer Nancy Golden, Blue Mountain
Community College President Cam Preus, former University of Oregon President Dave Frohnmayer, HECC
member Tim Nesbitt, and OEIB member and Portland State University Professor Samuel Henry. Cannon has served
as the Governor's Education Policy Advisor since September, 2011.

"We have made a commitment to dramatically improve higher education outcomes in Oregon," said Governor
Kitzhaber. "Ben is the right leader to help bring the HECC, the Oregon Education Investment Board, and the Oregon
Legislature together to improve access, affordability, equity, and coordination of our higher education system."

Under legislation passed in 2013 to streamline Oregon's higher education system, the HECC will oversee state
resource allocation, policy-setting, and coordination for the entire higher education system, inheriting
responsibilities previously held by the State Board of Education for community colleges, the State Board of Higher
Education for public universities, and the Oregon Student Access Commission. The Executive Director will be
responsible for supporting the Commission and implementing its directives.

"After an extensive search and interview process, the screening panel agreed wholeheartedly to recommend Ben for
Executive Director," said Nancy Golden, Chief Education Officer. "His experience as a policymaker at all levels of
education, his commitment to student success, and his understanding of the importance of a coordinated system of
higher education make him an outstanding choice."

Prior to becoming the Governor's education policy advisor, Cannon served in the Oregon State House of
Representatives (2006-2011) and was a middle school teacher at the Arbor School of Arts and Sciences. A Rhodes
Scholar, Ben attended Oregon public schools before earning a BA from Washington University in St. Louis and
graduate degrees from Oxford University, England.

Oregon's higher education system enrolls over 380,000 students in 8 public universities, 17 public community
colleges, 67 private for-profit and independent colleges and universities, and receives state general fund
appropriations of $835 million per biennium.

BOLI seeks pre-apprenticeship proposals to support women and minorities in the

construction trades
“Pre-apprenticeship programs can help students build a great career,” says Avakian

Portland, OR—The Oregon Bureau of Labor and Industries (BOLI) is seeking proposals for pre-apprenticeship
services to strengthen Oregon’s highway construction workforce and encourage more women and minorities to
pursue highway construction careers.

The pre-apprenticeship programs — a partnership between BOLI and the Oregon Department of Transportation
(ODOT) — will engage students and young adults about opportunities and potential careers as carpenters, cement
masons, ironworkers, laborers, operating engineers, or painters.

A total of $200,000 for the Population Specific Pre-Apprenticeship Training RFP will be divided into one to three
winning proposals aimed at women and minority recruitment and retention for the highway construction trades.
BOLI and ODOT will work to ensure that multiple ODOT regions are covered to the greatest extent possible.

“Students can build a great career in the highway construction trades,” said Labor and Industries Commissioner
Brad Avakian. “We want to ensure that all Oregonians — including women and minorities — have access to the
skills and tools necessary to have a fair shot at a well-paying, family wage job.”

The programs will seek to communicate career opportunities to traditionally underrepresented groups and create a
support system for them to succeed in apprenticeship, especially during the first year of training. Career camps for
students will be included in the programs. In addition, winning proposers will develop career guidance for those
interested in highway construction trades and pre-employment counseling for graduates.

During the past legislative session, Sen. Chip Shields (D-Portland) and other legislative leaders helped passed Senate
Bill 831A, which directs ODOT to spend up to $2.1 million of federal funds on construction workforce diversity and
pre-apprenticeship training programs for women and minorities. The bill also provides resources for supportive
services that remove barriers to participation.

Interested parties can attend a pre-proposal conference on Thursday, September 26, 2013 at the DAS Building, 1225
Ferry Street SE in Salem. Teams should submit proposals by 2:30 PM on October 28 at the DAS/Procurement

Update on Federal Contract "Utilization Goals" and "Benchmarks" for Hiring
Disabled Workers and Veterans

In August, we published an alert regarding new rules establishing targets for the hiring of qualified veterans and
individuals with disabilities by entities contracting with the federal government. On September 24, 2013, the US
Department of Labor's Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs ("OFCCP") published those rules in the
Federal Register. They will go into effect on March 24, 2014.

A brief recap of the rules:
Affirmative Action Obligations of Contractors Regarding Individuals with Disabilities:

o Implemented under Section 503 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, the Final Rule creates a 7% "utilization
goal” for hiring individuals with disabilities. Federal contractors and subcontractors must apply the goal to
each job group in their workforce or to the entire workforce if the contractor has 100 or fewer employees.

« In addition to the existing requirement that contractors invite self-identification after receiving an offer, the
Final Rule requires contractors to invite applicants to voluntarily self-identify as an individual with a
disability at the pre-offer stage of the hiring process. Contractors will also be required to invite current
employees on a regular basis to voluntarily self-identify as an individual with a disability.

Affirmative Action Obligations of Contractors Regarding Veterans:

o Implemented under the Vietnam Era Veterans' Readjustment Assistance Act of 1974, the Final Rule requires
contractors to adopt annual hiring benchmarks based on the national percentage of "Active Duty Wartime or
Campaign Badge Veterans" in the workforce (currently 8%), or their own benchmark based on the best
available data.

« As with individuals with disabilities, federal contractors will be required to invite applicants to self-identify
as veterans at the pre-offer stage of the hiring process.

Data Collection Requirements under both Rules:
« Contractors must maintain several quantitative measurements and comparisons for the number of veterans
and individuals with disabilities who apply for jobs and the number actually hired. These data must be
maintained for 3 years.

Federal contractors and subcontractors will need to be in compliance with most of the provisions of the new rules,
including the data collection requirement and requirements that job-applicants be invited to self-identify as a veteran
or person with a disability by March 24, 2014. However, those contractors and subcontractors who, as of March 24,
2014, have in place affirmative action programs (AAPs) under the existing OFCCP rules, may maintain that existing
program through the end of their current AAP year, and thereby delay compliance with the affirmative action
components of the new rules until the start of the next AAP year. Thus, for contractors with an AAP operating on a
calendar year, the requirements to comply with the utilization goals will go into effect January 1, 2015.

DOL Issues the Spanish Version of the Family Medical Leave Act Notice;
Is Your Company Required to Use it?

Under the Family and Medical Leave Act (FMLA), a covered employer (generally one with at least 50 employees
within a 75 mile radius) is required to provide notice to employees of their benefits and leave rights. The notice must
be posted "prominently where it can be readily seen by employees and applicants for employment.” The employer
must post the notice at any location where it has employees, even if those employees would not be FMLA-eligible.

In February 2013, the Department of Labor revised their English version of the required FMLA notice. Now, the
Department of Labor has issued the Spanish version.

FMLA regulations provide that where the "employer's workforce is comprised of a significant portion of workers
who are not literate in English, the employer is required to provide the general notice in the language which the
employees are literate.” The regulation, however, does not define a "significant portion of workers." Such ambiguity
can lead, and in certain related instances has led, to employers finding themselves in hot water for not providing
adequate notice in a language employees can understand. Accordingly, where a covered employer has employees
whose primary language is not English, the employer should err on the side of caution and include a notice in those
employees' primary language.

Proclamations are issued by the Office of the Governor. They may recognize a day, week or month. The goal of a
proclamation is to honor, celebrate, or create awareness of an event or significant issue. For more information visit

Guidelines

1. All proclamations must be submitted with at least a 30-day notice to allow for the approval process and the
production of the document itself.

2. Proclamations are not automatically renewed. Requests must be made on an annual basis. If the request is for
a repeat of a previous proclamation, a copy of that document should be included with the request form.

3. The Governor's Office reserves the right to approve or decline the production of a proclamation request and
to edit any drafted material for final wording.

4. Each proclamation request MUST come from an Oregon resident. This includes requests from national,
international, or out-of-state organizations.
