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Message: You will notice that some of the “O” screens you work on carry a new
message for health care providers: “Per HIPAA requirements, this screen will be
discontinued December 31, 2005.” This action will NOT affect access for DHS staff
and our contracted partners who operate under a Business Association
Agreement. If you are an employee or contractor working on behalf of the
department, you will still be able to access these screens: OREF, OLM 2/4/6/8, OLGR,
OLGX, and OLGT.

OMARP is eliminating access to providers because the screens are not HIPAA-
compliant; that is, they are not secured appropriately for exchanging electronic client
information outside the agency. The department must be in compliance with HIPAA
regulations by the end of the year.
