EIV system users and O/A staff who do not have sstethe EIV system but who use EIV
reports to perform their job function are requibgdHousing Notice 2010-10 to complete
security training annually. The Notice indicatles security training portion of HUD’s most
recent EIV webcast, currently December 2009, vaitisfy this requirement. The Office of
Multifamily Housing is introducing another availalbption for users to complete security
awareness training. Acceptable training now inekudompletion of the online Federal ISS
Awareness training program. The Federal ISS Awesettraining program includes a
Certificate of Completion for users to print.

To complete the Federal ISS Awareness online Sgoiwareness Training:

* Open your web browser.

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* Press Enter.

* Click onFederal I SS Awarenessicon on the IA Education, Training and Awareness
Screen.

* Click onLaunch New Information Systems Security Awareness on the
Information Systems Security Awareness screen.

* Proceed with the training.

* When the training is complete, print and maintaeQertificate of Completion.

Note: The Security Awareness Training described absvkda same training required for those
individuals who transmit TRACS files. If the traig has been completed to satisfy TRACS
security training requirements, this will satisfij/ESecurity training requirements as well so long
as the completion date represented orCixéificate of Completion is not older than one year.

REDUCING REGULATORY BURDEN; RETROSPECTIVE REVIEW UNDER E.O.
13563

On March 2, 2011, HUD published in the Federal Riegia notice titled Reducing Regulatory
Burden; Retrospective Review Under E.O.13588ey are requesting public comment on
regulations that have outlived their purpose ardoaerly burdensome. HUD stated in the
notice:

“HUD is reviewing its existing regulations to evata their continued effectiveness in addressing
circumstances for which the regulations were prgaigd. As part of this review, HUD invites
public comments to assist in the development déaa for periodically analyzing existing
significant regulations to determine whether thiegudd be modified, streamlined, expanded, or
repealed. HUD also seeks comment to identify sfecifrrent regulations that may be outdated,
ineffective, or excessively burdensome. The purmdskis regulatory review is to make the
Department’s regulations more effective and leggdrnsome in achieving HUD’s mission to
create strong, sustainable, inclusive communitied,quality affordable homes for all.”

Some of the areas in which HUD is seeking commmaitide, but are not limited to, the
following:

“1. How can HUD best obtain and consider accui@gective information and data about the
cost, burdens, and benefits of existing regulaffolue there existing sources of data available
that HUD can use to evaluate the effects of itsilegns over time?

2. What factors should HUD use to select and pizarirules and reporting requirements for
review?

3. Are there any specific existing HUD regulatoeguirements that are illadvised or so
burdensome as to merit elimination?

4. Are there any specific existing HUD regulatoeguirements that, while necessary, are
ineffective and in need of streamlining or otherdifioation to achieve their objectives? Why
are these requirements ineffective—are they unsacdscomplicated, burdensome, or
outdated? What changes to the regulations woulgase their usefulness and meet HUD’s
objectives?

5. Are there any HUD regulatory requirements tteatehbeen overtaken by technological
developments? Can new technologies be used to ynatliéamline, or do away with these
requirements?
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6. Are there any existing HUD requirements thatlidape or conflict with requirements of

another Federal agency? Can the requirement bdigtbth eliminate the conflict?

7. Are there HUD regulations that are working vegltl that can be expanded or used as a model
for other HUD programs?”
