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Monthly Distributions to Cities, Counties and State Tops $14.8 Million

PORTLAND, Ore. — Distilled spirits sales for the month of February are up 4.7 percent in 2014
compared to February 2013. According to the Oregon Liquor Control Commission, that is a $1.7 million
increase in sales year-over-year.

In February, distilled spirits sales to individuals were up more than $1.8 million (6.7 percent) and sales
from liquor stores to restaurants and bars was down $133 thousand for a decrease of 1.5 percent. This
is explained by February snow storms that kept people at home for a few days and closed many bars
and restaurants in Oregon.

“Even with inclement weather, spirits shipping continued and the OLCC’s system was able to reliably
collect and distribute funds to local and state government,” said Steve Marks, OLCC Executive Director.
“We are proud of the warehouse staff that made special efforts to work when many state agencies were
closed.”

The number of cases of spirits sold across the state totaled 214,000 in February, which is an increase
of 6,100 cases or 2.95 percent over January last year.
