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INTRODUCTION

The Lake county Historic sites and Buildings rnventory was d.eveloped

in 19gI as a projecÈ joÍntly funded by the Lake Cou¡tty Commissioners and

the State Historíc Preservation Office of Salem, Oregon. The impetus for
this project came from Janine Cannon, Lake County Planner, who sought to
develop a data base by which the cor:nty could show compliance with C'oaI

Five of the Land Conservation and Development Commission. Iler patience
a¡¡d work with John Tess of the sHPo led to the formulation of the dimen-
sions of the project a¡rd the funding for it.

The mandate for the principal investigator was to ca¡ry out a com-

prehensive inventory of historic sÍtes, buildings, and objects on private
lands throughout Lake County. Exemrpted from this investigation were cul-
tural resources on public lands, those of primariJ-y archaeological or
prehistoric dimension, a¡¡d those within the bor-l¡rds of the corporate limits
óf to*rr", in this case the City of LaJ<eview. Each cultural resource iden-
tified in the project was to be treated' on a file sheet and accompanying
photograph sheet. Legal land élescription, ownershÍp, physical descrip-
tion, and statement of historical significance I^tas to be provided for each

item inventoried.

The inventory was to provide both a documentary and visual record
of Lake county rs resources. A color trans¡rarency and a black and white
photograph were taken of every item entered into the inventory' In a nlxn-

ber of instances detail photographs were also made which illustraÈed spec-

ial features of craftsmanship of the structure inventoried'

METTIODOLOGY

several methods were employed for the mounting of this project' of
fundamental importance were the following:

(1) Cormnis,sioner George carlon who strongly suPported this project
w'rote personal letters to some twenty-fì've key informa¡rÈs who Lived in
each oi the major geographical sections of Lake Cor:nty. Carlon's letters
described the projãct, introduced the principal investigator, and asked

the Ìnfor.mant for hís or her cooperation in the enterprise. This personal
introductlon paved the way for excellent, research work with very know-

ledgable reslãents of Lake Cor:nty. Many hours were spent with these in-
formants prior to the d.evel-opment of fieLd notes and the taking of photo-
graphs.

[2) A general reconnaissance was made of a geographical area--such

as the Fort Rock vatl-ey or the lilarner va1ley--prior to fietd work. AlI
sìtes of ¡lotential interest were noted on maps so that oral infonnants
could be asked about these locations. This procedure created a visual
image in the mind of the investÍgator so thaÈ he could speak with some



faniliarity about, sites as he worked with the oral informa¡¡ts' Careful
work with BLM naps and u.s. Geological survey quad sheets also led to
the identification of potential sítes a¡rd structures.

(3) Emphasis was made to d.evelop a work list and carîy out the
inventory as completely as possible in a specific geographical area. This

mea¡t that severál a"y= of work \iìrere necessary, for example, to complete

the survey of the Sun¡ner Lake Valley a¡d Paisley areas. This technique,
however, enabled the investigator to check oral informants agaínst one

another and to find absent home and ranch o\{ners at their properties at
odd hours. In a number of instances oral informants--such as Russell
Emery of Buck creek near silver Lake--joined the investigator in the field
afid led him to sites in isoLated areas or to places where a series of
locked gates had to be opened to gain access'

(4) wTren an area was nearly completed, a visit was made to the local
cemetefy to secure biographical information and spelling of names as given

On tombs-tones. This technique worked especialJ-y well at Ne\Àt Pine Creek'
LakeView, lrlestside, Paisley', Fort Rock, Sur¡ner Lake, and Silver Lake' The

greatest danger Ín this procedure was the use of these cemteries as a
popul4r, slutrner retreat for Lake Countyrs rattlesnakes' The Paisley Ceme-

tery is especially attractive for rattlesnakes'

(5) Careful use vtas made of
(Shaver et al-., f905) because of
and Ottrer structures in its narrative sections on Lake County. Other
published accounts \^Iere, however, of limíted importance in the early stages
of this ÌnventorY.

(6) Once sites and structures had been identified and partially docu-

mented, A cQncentrated effort was made to develop historical information'
especial.ly biographical detail on Èhe Persons associated wiÈh the resource'
fnis projäct was remarkabLy flrccessful because of the extensive col-lection
of sc-raprooks of news artlcl-es and obituary clippings in the schminck Mem-

orial Museun, Lalceview, and the family history narratives of the Lake

COr:nty Lihrary. The gracious ass'istance of the curator of the Schminck

l,Iuseuxn and of the Lake County Librarìan made these research projects plea-
sant and very rewarding. Extensive use was also made of the 1900 Census--

the most recent federal- schedul-e available for research for Lake County'

Addîtîonal work was carrìed out ìn deed records and with Jack Pendleton

in the records of his tltle company in Lakeview'

These varlous methods, Progressing in the order identifiedt led to
the deVeloPment of this comprehensive and well documented invenÈory'
