LARGE AMOUNT OF DEBRIS, OR DEBRIS WITH 

LIVING ORGANISMS ATTACHED
Move debris with organisms above high tide, 
or throw away. Email date, location & photos 

to beach.debris@state.or.us, or call 211. 
ABANDONED VESSEL, SHIPPING CONTAINER
Call 911 in an emergency. If the debris is a 

hazard to navigation, call 211.
