FINANCIAL RESOURCES 

 
OPRD’s Legislatively Adopted Budget (LAB) of $199.9 million is 13 percent less than 
the Department’s 2007-2009 final adjusted limitation. Decreases in the limitations for 
acquisitions (-71 percent) and grants (-30 percent) account for most of the difference. The 
$20.2 million allocated for the Facility Investment Program (FIP) is 15 percent less than 
last biennium. Revenue from a proposed 2010 increase in park user fees is expected to 
help finance operations at the same level as in 2007-2009.
