TALKING POINTS

It’s time to sign up for health insurance in Oregon. We’re helping to spread the word because we know how important health coverage is for our members. 

Go to HealthCare.gov to find the right plan, sign up for coverage, and apply for financial help to pay for it. Or go to OregonHealthCare.gov to find free, in-person help to choose a plan and sign up—or to see if you’re eligible for free or low cost care through Oregon Health Plan. There are insurance options for everyone!

Many people qualify for financial help—in fact, three out of four Oregonians who signed up through HealthCare.gov last year qualified for financial help to pay for their insurance. 

Open enrollment for health insurance plans began November 1, 2015, and goes through January 31, 2016. If you don’t have insurance, this is a great opportunity to get covered. Sign up by January 31, 2016, or you will have to wait another year and could pay a $695 (or greater) penalty on your 2016 taxes. (This does not apply to people on Oregon Health Plan—people can sign-up all year and they will get a letter when it’s time to renew.)

Two out of 3 current exchange customers in Oregon can get coverage for less than $100/month. Eight out of 10 could save money by changing plans, with an average savings of $569/year.

According to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services, last year, consumers who shopped and switched plans saved nearly $400.

If you bought insurance last year, now is the time to renew or change plans. It is good to shop each year, as plans change and there may be one that better meets your needs.
