Update on future funding/options
· MaryKay and Jim to meet with Salam Noor from ODE (assistant superintendent) to get more information and explore ODE funding 

· LSTA funding frozen for two years and this year’s was reduced compared to last year’s. 
· Long-term trend doesn’t look stable
· State Library board had a good conversation about funding; created budget committee, first meeting on Thursday. 

· One idea: because of ODE and LSTA issues, go to state legislature to request funding based on the fact that libraries rely on this service/product
· OLA legislative committee and OLA has been informed and would support state funding. (Last attempt was in 2003). Will need to work very hard to accomplish and it’s seen as very necessary.
1. K-12 money only ($160K)
2. K-12, plus LSTA subsidizing ($560K total)

3. Full funding would be close to $1,000,000.
School usage has grown to more than 20% (which is their current cost level), closer 30%

Academic usage is highest. Public library usage could use some bolstering.
State revenue projections are down; not great timing but we won’t get anything if we don’t ask. Worst case, fewer LSTA competitive grants to cover K-12 costs.
