Meeting Minutes

Welcome; housekeeping; agenda review

Chair O’Neill called the meeting to order at 9:35 am. Committee members identified themselves. MaryKay Dahlgreen added an update of the Statewide Database Licensing procedures and Database statistics to the agenda and Barbara O’Neill added a discussion on the future of this committee.

Minutes review and approval

Aaron Munter moved and Amy Blossom seconded that the minutes of the last meeting be approved. Discussion in paragraph 2 under item 3, Review of the RFP process that the sentence “.packages being bd…” be corrected to “..packages being bid..”

Minutes approved unanimously as corrected.

Update of Database Licensing process:

Discussion was held as to the $30,000 reserve held at Orbis Cascade. Jim Scheppke will request that the money be sent to the State Library where it will be held in a separate fund for future use. The LSTA Advisory Council and the Oregon State Board of Trustees would have to approve of any expenditures of this fund. 

MaryKay gave a brief update on the application process. There were 9 public and 4 academic libraries that chose not to participate this year. There are 3 new public libraries and 2 new academic libraries participating. Invoices to public and academic libraries were mailed August 8, 2005. The first payment to EBSCO will be made August 15, the final payment is due October 15. 

Patty Sorensen has joined Library Development as the School Library Liaison. She will be presenting OSLIS training, using the Department of Educations vtel equipment, to public schools during the months of August, September and October. We are hoping that she will also be able to provide training to public and academic libraries. Patty will also be doing the Public School library statistics for a second year.

Jim Scheppke noted that the Department of Education is contributing $50,000 again this year to provide EBSCO, through the OSLIS website to public school libraries. We are in negotiations as to their contribution in future years.

MaryKay shared the statistics on usage for EBSCO and NewsBank Oregonian for the past year and the past 6 months. She noted that the new Technology Consultant would be providing training for libraries on designing websites for accessing EBSCO, NewsBank Oregonian and also L-net.

MaryKay gave an update on the tribal libraries law, which will take effect January 1, 2006. Jim explained that we are going through the administrative rules process for the Secretary of State, which is due to his office November 1. He suggested that a telephone conference be held after the draft is finalized for input from the SDLAC. This administrative rule will cover all resource sharing activities by the State Library, courier service, which we do not have, Database Licensing and L-net. Jim also noted that the degree that the tribal libraries will be subsidized needs to be in the Administrative Rule. Barbara asked if the tribal libraries would need to sign the InterLibrary Loan Code. Jim responded that according to the statues they would have to sign the code. MaryKay asked the committee their opinion regarding subsidzing the tribal libraries. Barbara O’Neill noted that at the last meeting the total cost for all the tribes was about $3,000. Jim stated that the enrollment figures for the tribes is tribe total, the population served totals would be smaller. He also noted that all of these libraries are brand new with limited budgets and they would probably not be able to pay, he is leaning towards a 100% subsidy for the tribal libraries. Aaron Munter suggested a sunset provision in the administrative rules. Carolyn Rawles-Heiser stated that a $3,000 subsidy to the tribal libraries would probably be approved by the LSTA council. Jim explained that the current contract with EBSCO includes the tribal libraries and so our cost as a whole would not go up. Actually by adding the tribal libraries to the public libraries cost would reduce the cost to the public libraries. Jim suggested that we could run those numbers for the advisory committee. Barbara asked that the numbers be run with the tribal libraries included in the public library spreadsheet.

The question was asked if the tribes had money from LSTA for these types of grants. Jim explained that the LSTA tribal grants are for planning projects. The Grande Ronde and Warm Springs libraries have gotten grants.

Linda Larremore asked if there were any public libraries who would need this type of subsidy. Jim explained that the real number of population served by tribal libraries are similar to those public libraries who are receiving 100% subsidies. The question was raised that Casino grant money might be used for these payments. Jim explained that the casinos had agreements with state on the use of their grant monies, not for tribal grants.

MaryKay noted that the tribal libraries are very much like the public libraries where they have to fight for their funding.

Bylaws

Mary Finnegan had previously distributed version 5 of the bylaws. She went through comments that she had received. Changes were made in Section 2, to where the reference to the council being “elected” to read “appointed”. In Section 4 referring to staff of Oregon State Library where it will now read “...may be asked to perform duties, such as take and distribute minutes… In section 7 this will now read “No member of the Committee shall receive any compensation for his or her services to the Committee”.

Linda Larremore moved to approve the SDLAC bylaws as amended in version 5. Nadine Williams seconded. Approved unanimously.

Future of SDLAC
Discussion was held by the committee regarding group database purchasing. For an administration fee of $30 Orbis Cascade will negotiate databases for community libraries. Multnomah County Library is currently included in this agreement and Jim thinks that the State Library may also be included. For the State Library to do group purchasing the process will need to go through Tim Hay and the Department of Administrative Services. NoveList, Oregon CIS, Reference USA, New York Times Historical, Readers Guide Retrospective, HeritageQuest, Learn a test, Kraus Curriculum and WorldCat were all suggested as possible database purchases. It was felt that the discussion of database purchases needed Daniel Peterson’s and Greg Doyle’s input. Further discussion will be held when they are both able to attend and through emails.

Next Meeting
The next meeting of the SDLAC will be held after the draft OAR concerning tribal libraries is finished, these are due to the Oregon State Library Board by October 22, 2005.

Also for future discussion will be use of the $30,000 reserve from Orbis Cascade.

Future meetings will be scheduled as needed.

Meeting was adjourned at 11:00 am.
