ERRATA to the 

2004 Oregon Fire Code

October 1, 2005

Due to the State Building Codes Division making amendments to the 2004 Oregon Structural Specialty Code, effective October 1, 2005, the following changes need to be made to the 2004 Oregon Fire Code to keep the two codes correlated. 
1) Amend OFC Section 202, Page 18R, Factory Industrial F-1 to read: Beverages; over 16-percent 12 percent alcohol content.

2) Amend OFC Section 202, Page 19R, Factory Industrial F-2 to read: Beverages; up to and including 16-percent 12-percent alcohol content.

3) Add new to OFC Section 202. Page 19R, Factory Industrial F-2: Wood barrel and bottled wine aging facilities in wineries.
4) Amend OFC Section 202, Page 22R, Low Hazard Storage, Group S-2 to read: Beverages; up to and including 16-percent 12-percent alcohol in wood barrels, metal, glass, or ceramic containers.

5) Add a new definition to OFC Section 202, Page 24R.1: (B) Winery.  A facility used for the primary commercial purpose of processing grapes or other fruit products to produce wine or cider, including all areas used for the production, storage, distribution and sale of such wine or cider, including crushing, fermenting in wood or steel barrels, blending, aging, bottling, warehousing, shipping, tasting rooms with an occupant load of 299 or less and retailing of wine, cider, and incidental items related to wine and cider and all associated administrative functions.
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
