Learning Goals:

In this training you will become familiar with:
· Why PREA is important for offenders, staff and OYA. 

· What steps must be taken to prevent sexual abuse.

· How staff must respond to incidents of sexual abuse.

Introduction and Video

· Introduce self, explain job, experience/education

· Ask participants to write down two questions or comments about the video. Advise these will be used later in the training

PowerPoint  Presentation and Group Discussion

· Interactive session going through PowerPoint slides and initiating continual discussion.
· Distribute:
· Dynamics of Sexual Abuse handout
· EAP pamphlets
· Victims’ Services pamphlets
· Initial Responder Checklist

During the presentation and discussion, distribute handouts, discuss their purposes, and advise that these will be needed as open-book references for the quiz.

Small Group Scenario Activity

Depending on the complexity of the scenarios, use the following guidelines where it makes sense.

· Introduce and explain how the group activity will work:
· Write instructions for the activity on the board (or Include on PowerPoint as a reference for participants: 

1. Assign roles for your group*:
· Recorder
· Presenter
· Timekeeper
· Fact checker 
· Other role as applicable to scenarios?

2. Discuss your scenario and be ready to explain the reasoning behind your decision. 

3. Report back in 10 mins.

*Assigning roles can be helpful for individual accountability in the group activity.
Groups may or may not receive some of the same scenario(s). 

· Each group reports back. Large group discussion on each group’s findings.
