Identification 

(1) Before dispensing a controlled substance directly to a patient or patient’s 
representative, staff at the pharmacy must positively confirm the identity of the patient or 
patient’s representative. 

(2) To positively confirm the identity of the patient or patient’s representative, staff at the 
pharmacy must examine a valid current government-issued driver’s license, passport, or 
other government-issued identification card that contains: 

(a) A photograph of the person; 

(b) The signature of the person; and 

(c) The person’s date of birth.  

(3) If a patient or patient’s representative receiving prescribed controlled substances is 
personally and positively known to staff at the pharmacy who is present, a patient or 
patient’s representative may be positively identified by the staff member and review of 
government issued identification is not required.   

(4) This Section shall not apply to a patient who receives a controlled substance 
prescription by mail; or 

(a) By delivery to the patient’s home: or  

(b) By delivery to a licensed residential facility.
